Rehearsal Procedures:


-  be on time, early enough to set up, so we can start playing at 8:00 sharp



-  be able to see conductor clearly from wherever you’re at in the room


 
-  sharpened pencil in hand when attendance is taken, then put on stand



-  rehearsal order on board



-  must be prepared to play assigned part(s)




-  questions about your part, insts., mallets, techniques, counting, etc. 



    outside of rehearsal time



-  don’t be afraid of making a mistake, but no private lessons during 



    
    rehearsal!




-  rehearsal is for putting parts tog. & for you to get used to hearing 



               what other parts are being played while you’re playing your part




    & counting rests




-  observe sticking notations on music




-  very limited and precious time - If everybody wastes only 1 minute,

        


    we would never get to play even 1 note!


Equipment:


-  fold & drape covers, not tossed on floor!



-  carpeted stands for mallets, beaters, small insts., etc.



-  position insts. using standard set-up (mallet insts., drums, etc.)



-  use (have in place by 8:00) correct mallets



-  careful with moving mallet insts.



-  everything gets put away before anyone leaves




-  small insts. and stands first, then larger insts.




-  as far toward walls as possible




-  put away carefully





-  triangles, mallets, etc.




-  turn down volume on keyboards/amps/mixers, then turn off




-  help other people who still need assistance after you’re done


Hearing Protection:


-  use ear plugs as needed (regularly!)



-  also be considerate of those around you

As a productive member of the Perc. Ens., your personal goals for each rehearsal should include: 
   -  making a positive contribution to the rehearsal by being prepared to rehearse

   -  playing your assigned part(s) at an increasingly refined level from one rehearsal to the next

   -  not to waste any of the other members’ or director’s time, by being tardy or unprepared

   -  enjoying yourself, knowing that your efforts are affording you the opportunity to make music
   -  giving your very best, because you are a very important part of the Perc. Ens.

Rehearsals are required and a grade for all percussion players.  This time is necessary for the success of the group and must be a priority for the members involved.  Each player is extremely important as they are assigned specific parts and not all playing the same instruments.  

Rehearsals will be announced pending sub arrangements.  Please stay tuned to the website.  Music will be assigned and passed out regardless of rehearsal arrangements.  Students need to commit to practicing outside of school time and be ready for Mrs. Farrell’s return to put music together.  Rehearsals: Arrival should be at 7:50 am and students should up and ready to play by 8:00.  Attendance and pencil check will occur at 8:00 a.m.  Students that arrive late will need a note with a valid (emergency) excuse.  Anything other than emergencies will not be excused and grades will be altered accordingly.
